Ход урока :

1.Организационный момент: (беседа с учениками по теме средства массовой информации)
T:   -Good morning , children! Let’s  start our lesson . Today we’ll have a bit unusual lesson. Are you Ok today?

( P1, P2,…)

It is no wonder that the 21st century is regarded as information age. The mass media  actually rule the world and play a very important part in our lives. Newspapers , radio, Tv and The Internet inform us of what is going on in the world and give us wonderful possibilities for education and entertainment . But how do you understand the word “Mass Media”?
P1:   - The Mass Media include all the people and organizations that provide information and news for the public. The mass media can be print and electronic.

T:     - Yes, you are right . And  now , tell me, please, what do you associate mass media with?

 P1:  - I associate mass media with television . Because it is the main source of news for millions of people is television. With its help we can see everything with our own eyes. It is the window on the world which gives us an opportunity to “travel” all over the world. TV gives us food for thought, introduces us to new ideas and activities. It has the power to educate and broaden our minds.
P2:   -I think that many people prefer the radio. It is good to listen to it in the car, or in the open air, or when you do something about the house. And I associate mass media with  the radio.

P3:  -  Newspapers are especially important nowadays and we can’t imagine our life without them. There are dozens of them on every news-stand. There are newspapers for professionals, for businessmen, for children and teenagers, for men and women. The advantage of all the newspapers is that they usually provide us with extra detail, comment and background information. So, and I associate mass media with newspapers.

P4:  - But I associate mass media with the Internet. The Internet has recently become another important source of information. You can use the Internet at home for personal or at work for professional usage. Whatever you are looking for, you will find it. Also, now you can learn the latest news.
2.Основной этап урока:

T:     - Thank you  very much. Do you like watching  cartoons?

Pupils:      - Yes, of course. We like watching cartoons.

T:  - Now , I would like we all together  to watch the cartoon.

T:   - I agree with you . Look at these pictures now.

T:    - What is common between these people?

P1:  - They are all Jews.

P2:  - They are all victims of the Holocaust.

T:   - And did they need help during the Second World War ?

· Who are the righteous?

( P1,   P2, …..)
T:  - Yesterday I asked Nasty to prepare a report on this topic. So, listen to her very attentively and then be ready to answer this question: - Who are the righteous?

The Righteous Among the Nations.

The Righteous are non-Jews who behaved heroically, risking their lives and the lives of their families, during the Holocaust in order to save Jews from being deported and slaughtered by the Nazis.

   The Jews, doomed to complete extermination, were looking for salvation. After they fled their houses, escaped from ghettos and concentration camps they needed  help of a local population. Their lives depended on people they met on their way to escape. Many of local people took the side of passive observers. The reasons of such an attitude towards the Jews are different . But mostly the people  were terribly scared of the punishment which followed any help and a fact of harboring of a Jew. At the same time there were quite a lot of people to whom , in spite of danger, the saving of other’s man life was a debt of honour. They did not think that they were doing a heroic deed; they lived and acted as the conscience told them. Quite often their names remained only in the memories of the people they saved. Only few of them received the honoured title “The Righteous Among the Nations”. To commemorate their great deed “The Alley the Righteous” was opened. The names of the people who risking their lives of their family members saved the Jews from the dearth are immortalized there. 

By the end of 2007 Yad Vashem  recognized over 22000 Righteous among the Nations from 44 countries. And in Belarus -608 .

Lavnik, Ivan

In 1941,Yulya and Ivan Lavnik, farmers, were living with their 16-year-old son Sergey in the village of Khvinevichi, in Dyatlovo region  . Before the war, the Lavniks were friendly with the Razovski family, residents of Dyatlovo. Razovski purchased livestock for slaughter in the surrounding villages and his wife, a seamstress, made clothes for the local farmers.  A short time after the German occupation began, when Lavnik heard that the Germans had murdered the father of the Razovski  as well as about 100 other Jews of Dyatlovo, he suggested to Razovski’s wife to  move into his home with her two daughters. In September 1941, the Razovski daughters  and  two other Jews arrived at the Lavniks’ home. When the Germans established a ghetto in Dyatlovo, the Jews left Khvinevichi and moved to the ghetto, but the Lavniks immediately began planning the Jews’ return to their home. As soon as it was possible, the Razovski girls went into hiding in Lavniks’ basement and attic. They stayed there until rumors spread among the local farmers that they were in Khvinevichi. When the Razovki  realized that their presence was seriously endangering the Lavniks, the mother moved with her daughters to the forest. While  hidden there, the Lavniks looked after them by providing them with food and clothing. In December 1942, after someone denounced the Lavniks to the authorities, they were found guilty of helping Jews. All their possessions were burned and the Germans executed them. After the war, the surviving members of the Razovski family immigrated to Israel, where they petitioned for the recognition of their wartime rescuers. 

On September 30, 1992, Yad Vashem recognized Ivan and Yulya Lavnik, , and their son, Sergey Lavnik, as Righteous Among the Nations.

T: - And now let’s see how you understand the text. Nasty , can you ask some questions to the pupils?
