The Republic of Ireland ( Eire)

The Republic of Ireland or Eire is the largest part of the island of Ireland. Its total area is 70 000 sq. kms. The state consists of 26 counties. Its population is about 3.6 mln. people. Eire is an independent republic, its political status is a parliamentary  monarchy. The dominant religion of Eire is Roman Catholicism. 70% of people are Catholic, they are Irish  by culture. They speak English and Irish , which is a Celtic language by its origin. The most important industries are agriculture, sea trade and engineering. The capital of the country is the city of Dublin, famous for its O’Connell Bridge, which is almost square. The Irish are proud of their good butter, beer and horses.

Northern Ireland

Northern Ireland or Ulster is the smallest part of the island of Ireland. It consists only of 6 counties. Its total area is about 14 000 sq. kms.  The population of Northern Ireland is more than 1.5 mln people. Northern Ireland is a part of Great Britain, its political status is a constitutional monarchy. The dominant religion of  Northern Ireland is Protestantism. Irish and English are the official languages of the country. Shipbuilding, textiles and agriculture are the most developed industries. The capital of Northern Ireland is Belfast, famous for its St. Patrick’s Cathedral. The main tourist attraction of Northern Ireland  is the Giant’s Causeway, a mass of stone columns standing very near together. Their tops look like steps disappearing under the sea. 
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
